Please give pedestrians and other bikers 
plenty of space on roads and paths—alert 
them when approaching or passing. Trams 
use the entire site, please use caution when 
approaching or passing.

USE BIKE RACKS WHEN POSSIBLE

Racks are provided so that you may safely visit 
sculptures in the vicinity. If you’re visiting a 
sculpture area without a bike rack, please leave 
your bike well off the roadway.
